3 Reasons to Serve through missions 
 

I. The chief servant commands us 
 
Matthew 28:18-20 
18 Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to 
me. 19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything I have 
commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.” 
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John 13 
12 When he had finished washing their feet, he put on his clothes and returned to his 
place. “Do you understand what I have done for you?” he asked them. 13 “You call me 
‘Teacher’ and ‘Lord,’ and rightly so, for that is what I am. 14 Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, 
have washed your feet, you also should wash one another’s feet. 15 I have set you an example 
that you should do as I have done for you. 16 Very truly I tell you, no servant is greater than his 
master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent him. 17 Now that you know these 
things, you will be blessed if you do them. (NIV) 
 

II. Heaven and hell are real 
A. Saved people go to heaven. 
B. Lost people parish 
C. You need to grapple with that truth. 

 
Heaven -  
John 14:2-4 
2 My Father’s house has many rooms; if that were not so, would I have told you that I am going 
there to prepare a place for you? 3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back and 
take you to be with me that you also may be where I am. 4 You know the way to the place 
where I am going.” 
 
 
Hell- 
Matthew 13:47-50 
47 “Once again, the kingdom of heaven is like a net that was let down into the lake and caught 
all kinds of fish. 48 When it was full, the fishermen pulled it up on the shore. Then they sat 
down and collected the good fish in baskets, but threw the bad away. 49 This is how it will be at 
the end of the age. The angels will come and separate the wicked from the righteous 50 and 
throw them into the blazing furnace, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth. 
 
 

III. The Lamb is due the reward for his suffering 
 
Psalm 2:7-8 
7…He said to me, “You are my son; today I have become your father. 
8 Ask me, and I will make the nations your inheritance, 
    the ends of the earth your possession. 
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Revelation 5:11-12 
11 Then I looked and heard the voice of many angels, numbering thousands upon thousands, 
and ten thousand times ten thousand. They encircled the throne and the living creatures and 
the elders. 12 In a loud voice they were saying: 
“Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, 
    to receive power and wealth and wisdom and strength 
    and honor and glory and praise!”
